ONE, as grandpa, and TWO, as grandson enter. ONE struggles to hold onto TWO’s hand as 
TWO desperately tries to get away.

ONE: Jimmy Don, please be good for Grandpa.

TWO: Let go of me!

ONE: Use your inside voice, please!

TWO: I don’t wanna!

ONE: Come on, now, Jimmy Don. You want a soda pop?

TWO: I wanna pop you!

ONE: I know you don’t mean that.

TWO: Yes I do!

ONE: No you don’t.

TWO: I hate you!

ONE and TWO freeze.

NARRATOR: Pretty horrifying, isn’t it?

ONE and TWO resume their tug of war.

ONE: Honey, will you please lower your voice?

TWO: You smell like beans!

ONE: Jimmy Don, please be a good boy.

TWO: I wanna go to the toy store.

ONE: We’ll go to the toy store, just be quiet.

TWO: NOOOOOO!

ONE: Jimmy Don, please.

TWO: This isn’t my Daddy!! HELP!!
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
