TOBY: (reaching out for the cookie) Great! Can I have--

MATT: (pulling it out of reach) Not so fast!  Nothing in life is free.

TOBY: Then why--

GEORGE: How bad do you want it?

MATT: Will you get washed in the blood of the Lamb?

TOBY looks at him, completely confused.

GEORGE: Saved by grace?  Baptized in the Spirit?  Walk the Narrow Way?

Still, no glimmer of recognition from TOBY.  GEORGE and MATT shake their heads at each 
other sadly.

MATT: Some people aren’t predestined to be born again.

To the AUDIENCE again--

GEORGE: Free cookies!

MATT: Get yer chocolate here!

GEORGE: After-school snack, just for you!

TOBY scratches his head.

TOBY: (aside) Wait a sec . . . Born again . . . Jesus Freaks!
